Comic Condensed Books

Summary/Instructions:

Students will create a condensed version of the book they have read in comic-book form.

Begin the project by helping students to outline condensed versions of books they are all familiar with (such as previous read aloud books).  It is helpful if the class outlines at least one episodic book and one book with a consistent plot.  As the class creates condensed plots together, point out methods they can use when condensing their books ( remove scenes, narrate portions instead of including all of the action etc.

Once you have created outlines of the plots, use those outlines to plan a comic book.  Identify what pictures you would need etc.

After seeing examples together, students will create condensed outlines for their books and submit them for approval.  After their outlines are approved, students will create an illustrated, comic book version of their book.

Have the students draw and color their books on white paper.  Students will also create covers and bind their finished drafts.
