Summary/Instructions:

Students will survey classmates and create graphs to display their results.

During the study of siblings, students may find it interesting to gather details about their peers' siblings.  Direct students to create survey questions (how many brothers do you have etc.) in groups, or provide them with a questionnaire.  You may choose to have each group solicit questionnaire data from other classes or collect data within the room.

Each group will then compile its data and prepare a chart to display the results.  You may allow groups to present their findings in their choice of chart (pie chart, histogram, etc) or assign a specific chart.
