Summary/Instructions:

Each student will prepare a short presentation including visuals in which they will describe their book and tell about the author.

After the class has had time to read their books, guide them through preparing a presentation of the book to the class.  Students should outline important points, create an appropriate visual aid, and be sure their presentation is within the assigned time limit (perhaps 3-5 minutes).
